The question
With the weather heating up and schools alre-
day on summer break, this is always a copopu-
lar time for many families to open up their
pools for the summer. How can we keep chil-
dren safe in and near the pool this summer?

The answer
Design Pool & Spa in Fairport offers several
suggestions for pool safety.
First, always watch your children when they
are in or near a pool or spa. Never take your
eyes off children in the water. Designate a pool
watcher and practice “touch supervision” with

children under the age of 5. This means that
an adult is within arm’s length of the child at
all times.
Learn how to swim and teach your child how
to swim, but don’t rely on swimming lessons,
life preservers or other equipment to make
children safe in the water. Nothing replaces
adult supervision.
Don’t leave items out, such as toys, which
might attract a child into the pool and pool
area.
Install a fence around the perimeter of the
pool that is at least four feet in height. Use
self-closing and self-latching gates. Install
alarms that can be heard inside the house and
other areas away from the pool that will sound

when a child has entered the pool perimeter. If
a child is missing, always look in the pool first.
Seconds count in preventing death or disabili-
ty.
Never use a pool with its cover partially in
place, since children may become entrapped
under it. Always remove the cover completely.
